Applicability of Illinois Liquor Control Act.   All provisions of the Illinois Liquor Control Act (the "Act") are incorporated herein by this reference and shall, in addition to the other provisions hereof, govern the licensing and sale of alcoholic liquor within the Village of Dunlap, Illinois. License Requirement.   No person shall sell, keep for sale or offer to sell, at retail, alcoholic liquor in the Village without first having a valid liquor license ("License") issued by the Village.  (Ord. No. 83-3, 10-18-83)

Classes of Licenses.  There are hereby created and authorized the following Licenses:

A.
Class "A", granting the right to sell alcoholic liquor at retail in its original package, for consumption off the premises, of which there shall never be more than one (1) in effect at any given time; 
B.
Class "B", granting the right to sell alcoholic liquor at retail, either in the original package or not, and for consumption on the premises, of which there shall never be more than two (2) in effect at any given time; and

C.
Class “C”, granting the right to sell alcoholic liquor at retail in any restaurant which complies with the requirement that fifty percent (50%) or more of the gross revenue in any month from the operation of the licensed premises must be derived from the serving of meals, for consumption on the premises, of which there shall never be more than one (1) at any given time.

License Fee.  The fee for any License issued by the Village shall be the sum of Two Hundred Fifty Dollars ($250.00), payable in advance.  Such fee shall be non-refundable and it shall not be discounted or prorated for any partial license period.  (Ord. No. 83-3, 10-18-83)

License Term.  Any License issued on or after May 1 and before November 1 shall expire on October 31 following its issuance.  Any License issued on or after November 1 and before May 1 shall expire on April 30 following its issuance.  (Ord. No. 83-3, 10-18-83)

Restrictions on Operating Hours.  In establishments with Class “A” licenses, no alcoholic liquors shall be sold or served between the hours of 1:00 o’clock A.M. and 10:00 o’clock A.M.
In establishments with Class “B” licenses, no alcoholic liquor shall be sold or served on Sundays from 1:00 o’clock A.M. until 1:00 o’clock P.M. or any other day of the week between the hours of 1:00 o’clock A.M. and 10:00 o’clock A.M.   
In establishments with Class “C” licenses, no alcoholic liquor shall be sold or served as follows:

A.
Sunday from 12:00 o’clock A.M. until 1:00 o’clock P.M., nor from 10:00 o’clock P.M. through 12:00 o’clock A.M.

B.
Monday through Thursday from 12:00 o’clock A.M. until 10:00 o’clock A.M., nor from 10:00 o’clock P.M. through 12:00 o’clock A.M.

C.
Friday and Saturday from 12:00 o’clock A.M. until 10:00 o’clock A.M., nor from 11:00 o’clock P.M. through 12:00 o’clock A.M.

Application for License.  License applications shall be signed under oath and shall contain the information and be generally in form of that set out in the Act or as prescribed by rules and regulations of the Illinois Liquor Control Commission.  (Ord. No. 83-3, 10-18-83)

Filing of Applications With Village Clerk.  All License applications must be filed with the Village Clerk and must be accompanied with the required fee.  (Ord. No. 83-3, 10-18-83)

Display of License.  Every licensee shall cause his License to be framed and hung in plain view of the licensed premises.  (Ord. No. 83-3, 10-18-83)
§4.02.10
Advertising Restrictions.  No licensee shall use the word "saloon" or "bar" in any sign advertising his business operation. (Ord. No. 83-3, 10-18-83)

§4.02.11
Transfer of License.  Any person, firm or corporation violating any provisions of this ordinance shall be fined not less than Five Dollars ($5.00) nor more than Two Hundred Dollars ($200.00) for each offense, and separate offenses shall be deemed committed on each day during or on which violation occurs or continues.
