License Requirement.  Every person who shall sell or offer for sale at retail any goods, wares or merchandise, except milk or cream or bakery goods, traveling from place to place in, along and upon the streets and alleys or public places of the Village, or who shall sell and deliver from any vehicle going from place to place in the Village, any goods, wares or merchandise, except milk or cream or bakery goods, shall be deemed a peddler; provided, that no farmer, fruit or vine grower, or gardener selling the produce of his farm, orchard, vineyard or garden shall be considered a peddler; and no person shall engage in the business of a peddler or soliciting business or funds without a license.  (Ord. No. 52-6, 9-8-52)

Granting of Licenses; Application for Licenses; License Fees.  The mayor shall grant licenses as required in the preceding section upon application to the City Clerk upon applicant’s letterhead and payment to the City Treasurer of an annual license fee of Two Hundred Fifty Dollars ($250.00), and providing bond in the amount of Ten Thousand Dollars ($10,000.00).  (Ord. 03-03, 6-11-03)

Restrictions on Operations; Transfer of Licenses.  Said license shall include the right to use only one wagon or vehicle and shall not be transferable without the consent of the mayor.  (Ord. 52-6, 9-8-52)

§4.04.04
Penalties for Violations.   Every person who shall engage in the business of a peddler without a license shall upon conviction of a violation of the provisions of this ordinance be punished by a fine of not less than One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) nor more than Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) for each offense.
