License Requirement.  No person shall operate for profit within the Village limits any billiard table or pool table without first obtaining a license therefore.  (Ord. No. 72-1, 4-11-72)

§4.05.02
Applications.  Written applications for any such license shall be submitted to the corporate authorities and such applications shall contain the name of the applicant, describe the location of the intended operation, and state the total number of tables to be operated.  (Ord. No. 72-1, 4-11-72)

§4.05.03
License Fee.  License fees shall be charged on a calendar year basis without proration at the rate of Ten Dollars ($10.00) per annum for each table.  (Ord. No. 72-1, 4-11-72)

§4.05.04
Non-transferability of License.  Any license issued pursuant to this Ordinance shall be non-transferable and no part of any license fee paid shall be refunded for any reason.  (Ord. No. 72-1, 4-11-72)

Restrictions on Operating Hours.  Any person licensed hereunder shall be open and operating for business within the following periods and none other:

Monday through Thursday
7:00 A.M. to 11:00 P.M.

Friday and Saturday

7:00 A.M. to 12:00 P.M.

1:00 P.M. to 11:00 P.M.

Penalties for Violations.   Any person violating this Ordinance shall be subject to a penalty of revocation of his license and to a fine of not less than Ten Dollars ($10.00) nor more than Fifty Dollars ($50.00) for each offense and each day of operation without a license shall be deemed a separate offense.
